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General information about practical exams

Centres must follow the guidance on science practical exams given in the Cambridge Handbook.

Safety

Before the exam

a disposable drinks cup with a total capacity of approximately 200 cm? (see Note 1)
a 30cm ruler with a millimetre scale

a metre rule with a millimetre scale

approximately 80 cm of thin string or thread

a 250cm? measuring cylinder

a supply of water (see Note 2).

Identical cups with slanted sides must be supplied for all candidates.

Approximately 300 cm? of water is required by each candidate.

Action at Changeover

The measuring cylinder must be emptied. The supply of water must be replenished.

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Question 2

Items to be supplied by the centre (per set of apparatus, unless otherwise specified):

a power source of approximately 3V (see Note 1)

ammeter capable of measuring current with a minimum resolution of 0.05A and a full scale
deflection of at least 1.00A

voltmeter capable of measuring the supply p.d. with a minimum resolution of 0.1V and a full
scale deflection of at least 5.0V

three resistors of nominal value 10 Q with a minimum power rating of 1W (see Note 2)

three identical lamps in suitable holders. Any low voltage lamps will suffice, e.g., RS 106-313
(2.5V, 0.3 A), provided that they glow when connected in parallel with the power source (see
Note 2)

a switch — this can be an integral part of the power supply

sufficient connecting leads to set up the circuit shown in Fig. 2.1 (see Note 3)

one additional connecting lead to be placed by the side of the circuit.

The following are suitable power sources:

e two 1.5V dry cells in suitable holders connected in series
e two 1.2V rechargeable cells in suitable holders connected in series
e power supply of 2-3V.

Where candidates are supplied with a power supply with a variable output voltage, the voltage
setting should be set by the supervisor and fixed (e.g., taped).

The resistors and lamp holders must all have suitable terminals so that candidates can easily
and quickly rearrange the circuit.
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3 Thecircuit is to be set up for candidates as shown in Fig. 2.1, using the resistors. The lamps
must be placed on the laboratory bench together with the one extra connecting lead, placed
close to the circuit.

Items to be supplied by the centre (per set of apparatus, unless otherwise specified):

a converging lens with focal length f= 15 cm, with a suitable holder
a metre rule with a millimetre scale
a 30cm ruler with a millimetre scale

an illuminated object consisting of a piece of white card with a triangular hole cut in it (see
Note 1)

a white screen with support (see Note 2)

a lamp with a suitable power supply to be used to illuminate the triangular object (see Note 1).

The object is made by cutting a hole in the shape of an equilateral triangle of side 3.0cm
in the card (see Fig. 3.1). The triangular hole must be covered with translucent paper (e.g.,
tracing paper). The illumination can be provided by a low voltage lamp, approximately 24 W
with a suitable power supply.

The screen can be made from a sheet of white card approximately 15cm x 15cm. Some

means of supporting the screen vertically must be provided (e.g., fixing the white card to a
small block of wood — see Fig. 3.2).

The lamp acting as a light source, the centre of the triangular hole in the object card and the
centre of the lens in its holder must be arranged to be the same height above the bench.
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Action at Changeover
Check that the apparatus is intact and still working.

Replace the screen if it has been marked.
Switch off the lamp.
